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RASTER IMAGE RESOLUTION

Images that are scanned or created in raster image programs should be sized at the image resolutions indicated in the following table.

Billboards 50-72dpi 9-18 ppi 108 - 216 dpi
High Res. Grand format 150-300 dpi printing 35— 50 ppi 432 - 600 ppi
High Res. Small format 340-720 dpi printing 100 - 150 ppi 1200 - 1800 ppi

COLOR REFERENCE PROOF

If you have a color target, include it with your order. Our Color Management system will match any SWOP certified proof within the
limits of the desired substrate. If specifically requested, we will try to match the general color of any proof provided. However, the
wide range of color printers and the ink sets that are used in them prevent us from matching all outputs. While we can adjust our
proofs to better match your color preferences, be aware that additional charges will apply.

EPILOGUE

Before sending your file, take time to open it directly from the disk that you will be sending to us. Close all fonts on your computer
system and load only those on the disk. This helps assure that all required elements are on the disk. Remember also that bigger is
not always better when it comes to file size. If you are sending a 500-megabyte file for a 14’ x 48’ billboard, you are sending too much
data. You can speed up your workflow and ours by cropping and sizing images according to the image resolution requirements listed
above.
